5. Determine if the vessel is in danger of sinking.  If so, sound abandon ship alarm.
6. Establish communication with the structure if applicable  
7. Determine risk to personnel due to release of fumes, liquids, fire or flooding
8. Determine risk of environmental release
9. Chief Engineer sounds tanks and determines damage level/ risk of spill/ flooding sinking
