Discourteous people think only of themselves and threaten the safety of others by their 
selfishness.   

Being courteous has BENEFITS.  The courteous person is easy to work with.  The courteous 
person is generally popular.  The courteous person creates confidence and good humor.  
Everyone is on safer ground when the atmosphere is friendly.  Courtesy builds friendship.   

Every worker has OBLIGATIONS.  Work safely.  Think of the safety of your co-workers.  Use 
your knowledge and influence to prevent accidents.  Report unsafe conditions.  Contribute ideas 
to improve safety.
